Course Objectives — Objectifs du cours : This is an introductory course in empirical demography. This

course will provide students with a general understanding of the processes that shape population size,
structure, and dynamics within the context of social change and economic development. We will cover
the basic demographic principles that explain why and how populations grow from a historical
perspective, including the interaction of mortality, fertility, migration, and population structure. This
course aims to understand the causes and consequences of population growth, size, and composition
at the global, national, and regional levels, and where and under what conditions population growth
has positive and negative consequences. The course will include a review of national and global policies
for dealing with population growth, environmental change, and the rise in affluence and control over
nature. We will discuss how population facts are used and misused in economic and political debates.
